Definitions

Student case: Student’s final status in HEI in the academic year for which data is collected.

New entrants: Those students who join the HEls in the first semester or second semester or summer (during the academic year for which
data is collected) and data includes both students who have or have not previously attended a higher education course.

Current students: Those are new entrants, returning students and studying students.

Graduates: Those who completed the degree requirments and graduated from HEls.

Undergraduate Degree: Represents Diploma, Advanced Diploma, Professional Certificate before Bachelor & Bachelor degree.

Postgraduate Degree: Represents Postgraduate Diploma, Professional certificate higher than Bachelor, Master Degree & PHD.

Foundation Year: It is the preparatory year that precedes the first year.

Disabled Students: They are students who have physical or sensory disabilities and apply to programs in some higher education institu-
tions that provide facilities to enable them to enroll in some academicprograms appropriate for them offered by such institutions.
