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The electronic admission system (EAS)

It became apparent over a number of years that the way in which applicants were enrolled in Higher Education Institutions
(HEIs) could be improved. To simplify the application procedures, the Ministry of Higher Education, Research and Innovation
established a new system which enabled applicants to apply electronically, in one single application, to any HEI, through
electronic admission system (EAS). Applicants are allocated seats according to General Education Diploma and, their “weighted

average score” in General Education Diploma and its equivalent. The new system operated for the first time in 2006.

Type and nature of data

The data was extracted from the EAS database and covered the period from 17 August 2022 up to 28 February 2023. During
this period, 28924 applicants were offered seats out of 47562 applicants and out of 40377 applicants who passed exam with

preferences.
These data illustrate the activities of EAS during that period and the response of students to the programs offered to them.

It should be considered that the data in this report do not necessarily reflect the actual number of new applicants at different
higher education institutions since self-supporting applicants do not have to apply, at present, through the HEAC to study at

private institutions.

Those are students of the General Education Diploma and equivalent who apply through the Electronic Admission
System (EAS) and who receive EAS Registration Numbers.
Applicants who have chosen their programs of study (before they sit for the General Education
Diploma) according to preferences, whether they have chosen their preference of programs or not.
Students who passed the General Education Diploma and its equivalent and
have chosen their preferences of programs.
Students, who passed the General Education Diploma and equivalent, registered in
the system, have chosen their preferences of programs, and delivered the required documents to HEAC system.
Applicants who were offered programs.
Applicants who were not offered programs.
Applicants who accepted offers, but have not yet registered at a higher education institution
or completed requirements.
Applicants, who confirmed acceptance of their offers, completed the registration procedures at the

appropriate higher education institution.

These are applicants identified by the Ministry of Social Development as belonging to families who
have a Social Welfare Number, and who receive a monthly salary from the Ministry of Social Development. These applicants
may apply for public funded programs, external scholarships and internal and external grants. In addition, there are social
welfare internal scholarships with full tuition fees funded and a monthly allowance for each student.

These are applicants whose guardian’s income does not exceed RO 600 per month. These applicants
may apply for public funded programs, external scholarships and internal and external grants, in addition to low income
scholarships with full tuition fees funded. Low income students shall prove their belonging to this category by providing the
required documents.

These are Omani applicants who complete their secondary education outside
Sultanate of Oman and who sit for non-Omani examinations and submit their applications to the Electronic Admission System
(EAS).
These are Omani applicants who are neither Social Welfare nor Low income applicants. These applicants may
apply for all Public Funded Programs, except those programs dedicated to social welfare and low income.
They are students who have physical or sensory disabilities and apply to programs in some higher education
institutions that provide facilities to enable them enroll in some academic programs appropriate for them offered by such

institutions.



Programs

Public seats, scholarships and grants: These are programs in either public or private institutions which are fully or partially
funded by the government, scholarships or grants.

Scholarships and grants

Social welfare scholarships: Scholarships for entitled social welfare applicants to study Diploma qualification in private higher
education institutions in the Sultanate of Oman and the Ministry covers tuition fees and provide monthly allowances.

Low income scholarships: Scholarships for entitled low income applicants to study Diploma qualification in private higher
education institutions in the Sultanate of Oman and the Ministry of Higher Education, Research and Innovation covers the
tuition fees only.

Internal scholarships: Total of scholarships for entitled Omani applicants to study (Bachelor or Diploma or Vocational diploma)
qualification in higher education institutions and private training institutes in the Sultanate of Oman and the Ministry of Higher
Education, Research and Innovation covers tuition fees only.

External scholarships: Scholarships for all entitled Omani applicants to study Bachelor qualification at higher education
institutions outside the Sultanate of Oman.

External grants: These grants are offered by some higher education institutions or organizations outside Sultanate of Oman
and may also be fully or partially funded by the Ministry of Higher Education, Research and Innovation (MOHERI). Any Omani
applicant may apply for these grants.

Internal grants: These grants are offered by the private sector or private institutes to Omani applicants to study in higher
education institutions in the Sultanate of Oman.

Examination certificates

General Education Diploma or equivalent: The General Education Diploma and equivalent certificate which students receive
after finishing Grade 12 or equivalent in public or private schools inside or outside Sultanate of Oman.

International Certificates: Certificates which are accepted by the Ministry of Education (MOE) as equivalent to the General
Education Diploma.

Qualification

Required qualification: The type of qualification (Diploma or Vocational diploma or Advanced diploma or Bachelor) awarded
by HEIs and Vocational Colleges after graduation.

Weighted “average score”

Weighted “average score” = (average grades of all subjects taken by an applicant) x 40% + (average of the subjects for a

program) x 60%.
